Each of you is entitled to submit additional work that I will use in evaluating you. This work can consist of working additional problems, writing a paper, or doing a computer project.  Please see me in my office hours to discuss possible tasks. Do not start an extra credit project without an explicit discussion with me about the task and the amount of credit that completing the task will earn. Students who fail an examination may solve another form of the examination and earn two points for each correct problem. 

Grading

I will sum the total points that you have earned on your examination work (about 1140 points), your homework points (about 240), and your extra credit work. I will rank you on the basis of this sum and assign grades largely in that rank order. The major exception is that a strong performance on the final will guide my final grading decision, as stated above.
